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DOES THE X-GROUP STILL PRESENT AN ENIGMA?

Recent archaeological discoveries in Nubia have thrown some more light on the problem
of the X-Group, it seems to be beyond any doubt that the group of people marked by X
symbol whose relic were being found now and again and mostly on the burial grounds were
the Nobads.

The excavations at Meinarti, where W. Y. Adams has discovered multicourse settle-
ments indicate that there was no ceasure between elder Meroitic population and that known
as the X-Group. The examination of ceramics of the late Nubian Period reveal a continua-
tion of ornamental motifs to begin with the Meroitic ceramics through the X-Group cera-
mics up to the decoration of utensils of the Christian Period.

Polish excavations at Faras have contributed new evidence to clear up this problem.
There was a more ancient Christian church on this site dating back to the times prior to
official Christianisation of Nubia. On the site of the church which was levelled and filled
in with debris containing fragments of the X-Group ceramics, a palace for the pagan ruler
of the X-Group was built and later transformed into a Christian cathedral. It shows that
the Christianization of Nubia did not take place out of a sudden, as one could .have
gathered from a well known document by John of Ephesus, but by way of longer infiltra-
tion of the new religion into territories of northern Nubia. The documen_t by John of
Ephesus relates perhaps only to the baptism of the sovereign and the ruling circles. i

In the light of these discoveries the set of the famous tumulus_es oE_Ballana may le
considered as an expression of a «courts art and culture of Nobads in their pagan ‘Pe“(_" ’
whereas the contemporaneus relic of the X-Group from burial grounds presents the remains
of a «folky art and civilisation of these peoples.
