NORTH SYRIAN TOREUTES
IN GREEK ARCHAIC SETTLEMENTS

(Apropos of Moulds from Al Mina and Miletus)
M.Yu. Treister

This is the first publication of a jewelry mould found in Layer VIII of Al Mina excavations in 1937 and
kept in Oxford. The mould was probably manufactured in the 2nd half of the 8th — early 7th c. B.C. Its
brightest parallel is to be seen in a well-preserved mould half found at the Lower Palace excavations in
Hilani I11 (Sendschirli) and dated back to 7th ¢ B.C., according to the archaeological context.

The mould from Al Mina enables the author to assume that soon after the foundation of the settlement
a jeweller from North Syria (possibly coming from Sam'al) worked here.

Analysing the historical context and the archaeological materials connected with Euboean jewelry, the
author comes to the following conclusions.

1. Greek and Syrian population coexisted in Al Mina, the Greek part being represented chiefly by
tradesmen, while the settlement’s infrastructure was of local type and the craftsmen working there natives.

2. The early settlement of Al Mina cannot therefore be considered a colony.

3. The point of view that North Syrian things were transferred in the 8th c. B.C. to Greece through
Al Mina seems justified. For the time being. there are no reasons to believe that Al Mina was just a trading
centre where things produced in hinterland could be exchanged for those brought by Greeks. It is quite
probable that local workshops existed there, producing various articles attractive for the Greeks. The
foundation of a settlement frequented by Greek tradesmen was very likely to attract both tradesmen and
craftsem from the small states of North Syria, especially if we take into consideration the Assyrian
aggression and conquest of Neo-Hittite North Syrian states in the 2nd half of the 8th c. B.C.

Analysing various hypotheses considering the ways of adopting Near Eastern metal-working
techniques by Greeks, the author infers that the find from Al Mina does not exclude the possibility that
Greeks came to know the Near Eastern metal-working techniques in a place like Al Mina. -

Layer VIII is the most ancient stratigraphical horizon where all of the three pottery complexes are
represented: Cyprian, Greek and Syro-Palestinian. It was even supposed that in this period the Cyprian and
Syrian ethnic elements were prevailing over the Greek one. If we accept J. Coldstream’s hypothesis of
mixed marriages accouting for the adaptations of oriental styles and techniques to local Greek tastes and
traditions. the heterogenity of motifs on the mould from Miletus (late 7th — early 6th c. B.C.), analysed
further in the article, seems to find an adequate explanation: the oriental (perhaps North Syrian) toreutes
could have been a Milesian artisan’s ancestor.

XENOPHANTOS, AN ARTISAN OF ATHENS

M.V. Skrzhinskaya

The analysis of works by Xenophantos, an Attic artisan of the 1st quarter of'the 4th c. B.C., proves that
he was a sculplor, a ceramist and a vase-painter. Two lecythoi by Xenophantos, whose name is know only
from the finds at Bosporus, represent both elite and mass-production vases imported from Attica.

The painting of Xenophantos' greater lecythos makes it possible to reconstruct the plot of a lost literary
piece about a hunt in Persia. The hunt took place in remote heroic times. Both Persian and Greek heroes,
as well as, probably, the inhabitants of other countries neighbouring on Persia, participated in it.
